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DECISION No. 5 
BY THE MINISTERIAL COUNCIL  

 
 

The Ministerial Council, 
 

Reaffirming its concern about manifestations of aggressive nationalism, racism, 
chauvinism, xenophobia, anti-semitism and violent extremism, wherever they may occur, 

 
Reiterating its determination to implement all OSCE commitments on taking 

measures in this regard, 
 
Calls on participating States to promote tolerance and non-discrimination also through 

awareness raising campaigns and education; 
 
Calls on OSCE institutions, particularly the ODIHR, the High Commissioner on 

National Minorities, and the Representative on Freedom of the Media, to pay increased 
attention to manifestations of aggressive nationalism, racism, chauvinism, xenophobia, anti-
semitism and violent extremism, to countering intolerance and discrimination on the ground 
of racial or ethnic origin, religious, political or other opinion and to fostering respect for rule 
of law, democratic values, human rights and fundamental freedoms, including freedom of 
expression, thought, conscience, religion or belief. 
 
 Tasks the Permanent Council to consider developing further measures in this regard.
