
Participating States are urged to: 
• Consult with religious communities in order to adopt anti-discrimination laws that do not violate the

autonomy and self-organization of the religious communities.
• Guarantee freedom of conscience and the right to exercise this freedom through conscientious

objection, not only to compulsory military service but also in the performance of other morally
sensitive activities.
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• Foster the participation of religious communities in public life and welcome the interventions of

religious leaders in the public debate.
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• Raise awareness about the positive contribution of religions to our democratic societies. 
• Develop guidelines for educators on countering intolerance and discrimination against Christians. 
• Develop and strengthen capacity-building activities for the protection of all religious properties, 

including Christian sites. 
• Train law enforcement agencies, media, and civil society to recognise and report hate crimes 

perpetrated against majority groups.
