 At the same time, we strongly believe that this decision should be fully consistent 
with United Nations Security Council resolution 1244 and Decision No. 2 on Statements by 
the OSCE Ministerial Council in Bucharest. Therefore, we understand that the name of this 
Mission should be the OSCE Mission in Kosovo/Serbia and Montenegro.
