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Mister Chair,  

The past week has once again shown a familiar and devastating pattern in Ukraine: large-scale 

missile and drone strikes on civilian areas and energy infrastructure. Russia continues its assault 

with little regard for the human cost, pursuing a campaign that has brought immense loss of life, 

including to its own side.   

 

We often hear distortion of reality in this hall, and as we try to address them we are accused of 

refusing to engage in an uneven, untrue dialogue. Instead, let’s us start with facts that bear 

repeating.  

 

First, Ukraine did nothing to provoke this war and it has the inherent right to defend itself.  

Second, Russia has no legal justification for occupying and attempting to annex any part of 

Ukrainian territory as defined by internationally accepted borders of 1991.  

 

Third, Russia’s war of aggression remains the sole source of instability across our shared security 

space.  

 

Fourth, Ukraine has demonstrated, at every turn, its willingness to negotiate peace. Russia, the 

aggressor, has not, instead asking for further concessions, while making none of its own.  

 

And finally, diplomats should operate within a factually-respectful, defined space. Falsehoods 

spread by some participating States reduce the space and capacity for real dialogue.  

 

Mister Chair,  

The operating fundamental principles of this Organisation remain unchanged: respect for 

sovereignty and territorial integrity, human rights, and the rule of international law. These 

principles are intended to provide a basis for cooperation, offer a predictable framework for 

partnerships, and underpin credible collective security efforts. When they are upheld, states can 

work together with confidence; when they are ignored our outcomes are more fragile. Upholding 

these principles will not be accomplished through rhetoric but through practical efforts to ensure 

durable security outcomes that people across our region will accept.

Le Canada continue de soutenir la sécurité en Ukraine et dans la région. Qu’il n’y ait pas de doute, 

ce continent pour lequel des Canadiens ont fait le sacrifice de leur vie et continuent d’y contribuer, 

demeure une priorité absolue.   

 

L’entretien récent du premier ministre Mark Carney et du président Volodymyr Zelenskyy a 

discuté de l'évolution des pourparlers de paix en cours et du rôle de premier plan joué par les États-

Unis. Le premier ministre a souligné la nécessité de maintenir la pression sur la Russie pour qu'elle 

négocie de bonne foi, en insistant sur le rôle central de l'Ukraine dans tout processus diplomatique. 

Réaffirmant le soutien continu du Canada à la défense de l'Ukraine, il a confirmé la récente 

contribution de 200 millions de dollars à un programme conjoint de l'OTAN, établissant une liste 

des besoins prioritaires de l'Ukraine, le PURL, qui fournira à l'Ukraine des capacités militaires 

essentielles pour se défendre.   

 

Le premier ministre a également réaffirmé la volonté du Canada de collaborer avec ses principaux 

partenaires pour faire avancer les négociations de paix. Nous continuons d’aider l'Ukraine en lui 

apportant un soutien sans relâche, et en demeurant en contact régulier et étroit avec nos partenaires 

ukrainiens.   

 

Le Canada est fermement aux côtés de l'Ukraine.
